BILL DIMAS -- Coach in Charge -- PASCACK VALLEY HOCKEY CLUB

This Journal would not be complete without some comments
with respect to our Coach in Charge, Bill Dimas. It should be
said that in three years with the Pascack Valley Hockey Club,
Bill's teams -- PeeWee and Bantams -- have never lost a League
game. We could further delineate the Tournaments they have
won and the victories against teams, both within and outside
their class.

However, the story of Bill Dimas is better told in terms
of his boys.

In an age where we are bombarded with sociological

concerns for youth and its development, and constantly hear




cliches such as '"generation gap'"; the demise of the work ethic;
and the unwillingness to truly achieve, we find a situation
where a man in his 70's has bridged all of these in his rela-
tions with 12, 13 and l4-year old boys. Instead‘of the afore-

mentioned cliches, Bill has substituted "Desire'", '"Determination",

"Dedication'" and "Discipline". It suddenly occurred to the
writer that the Dimas approach in preparing a group of boys to
play hockey was, at the same time, preparing them for life.
Surely, he has taught them to 'set up", to '"pass'", to ''check",
and to do all the technical things a good hockey team must know.
The real spirit of Bill Dimas, however, is that he has taught
them to do these things in a very fundamental and disciplined
manner which, at the same time, is preparing them to carry out
the duties of a job or profession in the same way. They have
learned to relate to each other in a manner which should help
them to relate in life to people of all thoughts and persuasions.
They have learned what it means to work -- and work hard to
achieve a 'goal". And, finally, they have absorbed these
preparations for life in a spirit that says there should be

some fun in it as well as competition,.

In my opinion, Coach Dimas, through his own dedicated
approach, has certainly inculcated the principles of good
hockey, but at the same time has instilled some principles of
life which these boys have welcomed -- maybe even unknowingly --
but, at the same time, have learned well,

If we think about it, I believe the hockey parents, who
have been so closely related to this man in recent years, may

have also learned a few things through their boys.
